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Professor Sun received his BSc Degree from Peking University, China in 1982, and then received MSc
and PhD degree from the University of British Columbia, Canada in 1985 and 1990. His expertise is
to work on sophisticated geochemical instrument and to utilize chemical and isotope data to solve
outstanding scientific problems in earth sciences. He joined the University of Hong Kong in 1994 and
has been working on a large number of research projects on early history of the earth, geological
evolution of North and South China cratons, accretionary history of Central Asia, and paleoclimate
study using coral chemistry.

He received a collaborative research award for Outstanding Young Researchers from the National
Natural Science Foundation of China in 1999, an Outstanding Young Researcher Award from HKU in
2001, and a Natural Science Prize (Second Class) from China in 2014. He is the Hong Kong director
of the Joint Chemical Geodynamics Laboratory with Chinese Academy of Science, and co-leader of
International Geoscience Programme Project 592.
